Providing Effective Feedback when Grading:

Feedback Should Be: Which Means:

Goal-referenced
Remind the student about the initial goal (‘the goal of this assessment was…’) and then 
give goal-related information about his or her actions (when re-reading your assignment, 
this could be achieved by considering…doing…evaluating…’)

Tangible and Transparent
Feedback must be clear and understood by the student. Avoid jargon and be specific so 
that the student will understand what they can learn from the feedback. Consider 
responding like a ‘reader’ and not just a ‘marker’.
