6PPD Ecotoxicology

Project Description

Ecotoxicologists at Queen’s University and
Environment and Climate Change Canada
(ECCC) have come together to better understand
the environmental occurrence and adverse effects
of the tire antioxidant 6PPD in freshwater
ecosystems. Vehicle tires commonly contain the
chemical 6PPD to prevent them from breaking
down, but recent scientific discoveries suggest this
chemical is readily lost from tires and transformed
into breakdown products that are toxic to some fish
species.

With funding from ECCC, the Queen’s team is
leading an evidence review to synthesize the state
of the science on 6PPD in the freshwater
environment. The team will follow guidelines from
The Collaboration of Environmental Evidence. The
successful student will join the evidence review
