Academic assistants, 
including Tutors and Markers, perform duties such as preparation for tutorials and/or lab demonstrations, 
preparation of written and audio-visual materials, instruction, leading discussions, supervising laboratories, 
grading exams and assignments, consulting with students, setting up experiments, conducting field trips and 
assisting with curriculum and course material development.
