








Summary of Review Team Recommendations

The reviewers made eight recommendations, summarized as follows. Please see the
Implementation Plan for the full text of the recommendations.
e Teaching focussed recommendations:
0 Enhance teaching by the department’s faculty members in selected
undergraduate programs.
o Clarify the budget implications of undergraduate teaching.
o0 Consider development of a teaching professor career stream.
0 Review workload expectations for faculty members.
e Investigate ways to increase the number of graduate students in the programs, consider
development of a new master’s program/pathway.
e Negotiate sustainable core teaching assistant opportunities.
» Develop enhanced administrative support for research grant applications to gain
student support funds.
e Ensure librarian resources are used optimally.

The academic programs in the Department of Public Health Sciences (including the jointly
offered MSc Collaborative Specialization in Biostatistics) have been approved to continue.
