First Aid Kits — A Laranjeira

S Smith stated that S Hawryszko has received updated informaton from EH&S for what is required in
frst aid kits, where to get the seals, and is currently sourcing suppliers.

A Laranjeira added that per the regulatons from WSIB, the First Aid staton shall be maintained and
in the charge of a worker who works in the immediate vicinity of the staton and is a qualifed frst
aider. She added that we could go through the list (of frst aiders) and assign people to be in charge
of the frst aid kit(s). The regulatons also state:

The box shall be large enough so that each item is in plain view and easily accessible.

A checklist to make sure that everything is there as well as inspectons that are no less than
quarterly, with each box marked with the date and the signature of the person inspectng it.

S Smith responded that currently, assigning S Hawryszko, (Assistant Manager), to that role is his
preferred route because it's consistency across all 18 buildings and there is more value for us to have
a single point person to do it.

Agenda/Minute proposal - A Laranjeira
