Risks offer both threats and

opportunities: a general briefing should
identify both

Keep the list short and to the point
Ensure that publicly identified program

risks are acknowledged, e.g., a recent
audit report on the program



Challenge for all Actors

How does the program or initiative affect
other players and stakeholders?

Are they in the room? If so, avoid putting
words in anyone’s mouth.

Be mindful of language and areas of
expertise — the goal is for everyone to know
what you are talking about
